6. Based on Romans 8:2, what role does the Holy Spirit play in freeing us from condemnation?  

7. What did Jesus Christ do in order to free us from condemnation according to Romans 8:3-4?  
a. What else do we learn from 1 Peter 3:18 and Col. 2:13-14 (or any other verses that are meaningful to you!) concerning Christ’s role in our salvation?  
8. When you consider the glorious truth that there is no condemnation for you or for anyone else who is in Christ Jesus, how does your heart respond? 

a. How has this truth encouraged your heart? 

b. Are there any specific struggles, circumstances, relationships, or temptations that you want “apply” this truth to in your heart this week?  What differences do you think it will make?  
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
